March 22, 2016
BRIEFING SESSION

The City Council convened in a Briefing Session in the basement conference room, City Hall, Midland, Texas, at 9:00 a.m. on March 22, 2016.
Council Members present:

Mayor Morales called the meeting to order at 9:02 a.m.
1.  Receive a presentation by Priority Power Management and discuss power supply (electricity) options for the City of Midland.
General Services Director Fred Reyes introduced Pad Ennis who is an electricity expert that the City has used for the past 15 years.  
Pad Ennis, of Priority Power Management, shared some background information of how electricity is charged to the consumer.  Midland is in ERCOT (Electric Reliability Council of Texas).  He explained the components of electricity include delivery and commodity.  Midland has a choice of two delivery companies, Sharyland and Oncor.  The delivery company is responsible for the poles, wires, delivery, and meter readers.  For that portion, the utility commission regulates costs and performances pieces.  

There are several types of commodities, including fuel, natural gas, nuclear, coal and wind.  He explained that the price of the commodity, times the heat rate, equals the wholesale power cost.  Currently, raw power is about two cents.  To that cost you add your ERCOT fees, congestion fees and the delivery for the total cost of power.  

The city has 661 accounts with Oncor and 93 with Sharyland.  Currently, the City has two contracts in play and he recommends floating the cost because it is low.  When the cost goes up he recommends hedging because it allows paying lower costs.  The Oncor contract will expire at the end of the year.  

Mr. Ennis shared Midland’s cost compared to TCAP, a company other cities use, showing Midland has overall paid a lower cost for electricity than other cities.  Since cost is low he encouraged Midland to enter a contract for as long as they are comfortable with suggesting a minimum of a five-year contract.

Mr. Reyes noted this is an item staff would like to move forward on and the City Manager can enter into the contract.  Staff wanted to know what length of time Council is comfortable entering into a contract.  Consensus was received to move forward with a 10-year contract.  
2.  Receive a presentation by the Mobile Food Vendor's Association and DMMD regarding use of City owned property for mobile food vending.
Development Services Director Chuck Harrington reported there have been discussions regarding the vacant lot near Big Spring and Illinois regarding the possibility of making that a food vendor area.  He introduced Dan Rush and Todd Brown.

Dan Rush noted there were two buildings recently torn down.  He shared a drawing of a proposed use of the land that would include one-third of the property being developed into a food truck park, one-third used for parking lot and one-third could be developed into a high-end donut or coffee shop.  The location is within walking distance for most of downtown but the parking is needed for those who drive and will be shared with the donut/coffee house.  He reported that DMMD would fund the construction of the food truck park.  His concern is that City Staff suggested doing the park on a short-term basis, but he doesn’t know if that would work.

When asked how many food trucks the park would accommodate, Todd Brown reported they currently have 15 trucks in the area.  A park like this would bring in trucks from other areas and provide more variety of foods.  The current proposal shows six trucks but it could accommodate more.  He noted their plan would be to have a variety of foods available.  The trucks would be scheduled in the park on a rotating basis.
Mayor Morales noted he would discuss this issue with staff and get back with them.  
3.  Presentation on the Fire Department's Community Paramedic Healthcare Program.
Fire Chief Robert Isbell reported they began a Community Paramedic Healthcare program about three years ago to help streamline services.  They took a handful of paramedics and sent them to progressive fire departments across the state.  As a result of the Affordable Care Act, some people have begun to use 911 for health care.  Midland has seen a dramatic increase in their call volume.  They were in search of ways to reduce non-emergency calls.  Therefore they began doing a home healthcare education program that targeted repeat users of 911 and/or the emergency room by having patients call the home healthcare program rather than 911.  In the first six months they saw an 80% reduction in calls/emergency room visits from the focus group and an improvement in the quality of life for the patients.  Now, they are looking to slowly expand the program to ensure they can handle the volume.  They are receiving referrals from emergency rooms as patients are discharged, 68-nurse, and paramedics.  He noted the hospital is also on board with the program and made himself available for any questions.  
The foregoing agenda items were discussed by the City Council with no formal action taken.  The Briefing Session was adjourned at 9:48 a.m.

He noted the commercial structures would need to go through an asbestos abatement.  All property owners will be notified and there will be a minimum of a 30-day waiting period to allow for building owners to appeal.
